Frequently asked questions

Some questions come up time and again by parents and professionals about our work, therefore we have com-
piled these here which you may find useful.

Q: Is the LPCC part of Lincolnshire County Council?
No. We are a totally independent small charity run by volunteers made up of parent carers of disabled children.

Q: Are you linked to Parent Partnership?
No. We are a completely separate group although we signpost people to obtain advice about education mat-
ters to Parent Partnership as well as other organisations.

Q: Why should | join your network?

We have a network made up of parent carers and one for professionals and interested parties. We are the
communication conduit between parent carers and service providers and information sharing is vital for all par-
ties to enable the best possible outcomes for children with special educational needs and disabilities.

It is true that there is strength in numbers. Many people have unigue life experiences raising a child with spe-
cial needs but in fact, people are often faced with similar experiences and yet it is only when these experiences
are collated or when parents meet together and share information that they can break down the feelings of iso-
lation. The most common difficulties raised by parents on our network are issues related to education, social
care and health respectively.

Our group takes in everyonef6s views and represents th
NHS Lincs. Collated views from parents on our network make a very compelling voice and as we have over

2,000 families on our network, it is easy for us to find out what the general experience is for certain services

and to influence commissioners accordingly.

Q: How do you help parents?
We provide lots of opportunities to find out information through various ways. Here are some examples:-
§ We hold coffee mornings in seven locations around Lincolnshire where parents and carers can relax
in an informal setting and talk to other parents. We also inform parents of the work we are doing and
any information relevant to their needs.

§ We organise events such as the Steve Broach and Brian Lamb conferences, where parents are given
the opportunity to speak to professionals (Barristers, Specialists in SEN, etc) about the issues that
affect them.

§ We organise events on subjects specifically requested by parents such as Puberty and Growing up
and Personalisation and Direct payments. At our events we also provide lots of opportunities for par-
ents to find out about other organisations who can help them.

§ We have recently organised a series of three parents workshops with Hil Gibb, master practitioner in
Neuro Linguistic Programming, providing parents with lots of new ideas and strategies to help make
their lives easier.

§ We provide regular email bulletins providing parents with current information relevant to their needs
e.g events, consultations, changes in legislation etc.

§ We also continue to obtain your experiences through many avenues whether it is through email con-
sultation, coffee mornings, event feedback or otherwise. Our volunteer representatives have been
able to collate your experiences and represent parents and their families at policy making meetings.

§ With parentsé opinions being voiced through our r
els, services have continued to be shaped in the way that would be most beneficial to families and in
particular, the children. This saves money and is a more efficient way for service providers to oper-
ate particularly in the current financial climate, by targeting what is required and useful for families
and avoiding wasteful or unwanted services.

§ We provide a website regularly updated with lots of useful information.



Q: Can you give some specific examples of what you have represented parent carers on?
Over the years, we have been able to influence service provision in many areas. Here are some examples:
8§ We held a Health Consultation on the lack of Paediatricians in Lincolnshire. A report was then
written and published which was represented by MP Gillian Merron in parliament.

8§ We have represented your views at the highest level with the County Council on the subject of
abolishing statements bands 1-5. Although the devolution of SEN funds still went ahead, we were
able to secure some amendments to the original plan and more importantly we brought about
consultations with parent carers to have their views heard by the Local Authority. Such
consultations were not going to happen without our direct intervention.

8§ We now have monthly professional cinema shows for families of children with disabilities in four
locations, where families can relax and watch a popular film, eat freshly made popcorn and
Nachos; all at an extremely reasonable price.

Q: What else can be expected from the LPCC?

8§ By being part of our network, eligible parent carers were able to benefit from distribution of Short
Breaks vouchers so they could enjoy a short break at a local venue.

8§ Most importantly we listen to your views, write reports that reflect your views and submit them on
your behalf so true representation can take place. (Please see our response to the Green paper on
SEN and Disability i on our website)

Q: Can | just be on the network rather than get involved?

Yes; most of our families are on our network so that they receive up to date information that may affect their
families. However, some parents feel that they contribute a little time to volunteer and help out with certain
things. If you have a little spare time and wish to help make a difference, then please contact us.
